The first annual “British Columbia at Work™ c(m\pct,it,ivc
art exhibition in 1944 occasioned nation-wide interest, and for
several reasons. Primarily, because in focussing attention on
the industrial life of our Province which had hitherto received
but scant notice From artists, it thereby stressed the consider-
able and varied contribution made by our workers to the
victory of Democracy over Fascism.

Secondly, because of the interest displayed by the Organized
Labor Movement, this venture was unique in the history of
Canadian Art. Four out of the six prize winners were members
of Trade Unions, and the prize fund of $600 was donated
entirely by British Columbia Labor Organizations. Nothing
similar had ever taken place in the English-spcaking world.
and mnational recognition of this fact was recorded by the
reproduction of the winning exhibits in the Wartime Informa-
tion Board's publication of “Wallnews” for March of this year.

Further proof of the more than local significance of “British
Columbia at Work” was evidenced by the invitation received
from the National Council of Canadian-Soviet Friendship—
readily accepted by the Labor Arts Guild and the artists
concerned—to send a representative selection of entries as a
gilt to Vancouver's adopted City of Odessa.

“British Columbia at Work™ is but one of the major activi-
ties of the Labor Arts Guild in its endeavor to bring Art,
Labor and the Community into closer understanding and
unity. 'T'o this end, the success of the 1944 enterprise warranted
its repetition in 1945 in response to popular demand, an
optimism which has been confirmed by the fact that the
number of artists exhibiting this year has more than doubled.
Again we have to thank the Trade Unions of the Province for
making the event possible, and for giving this competitive
exhibition its main distinguishing feature.
